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FAREWELL TO  TWO   

JOSEPHITES  

 

The opening two paragraphs in the book provide details about Mary MacKillop and her work.  

 

The grave became a site of pilgrimage and people seeking relics of Mary MacKillop began to  

take the earth from the grave. Consequently her remain s were transferred on  27 January, 1914  

to a vault before the altar of the Mother of God in Mary MacKillop Chapel, North Sydney  

where they remain today. Her lifelong friend Joanna financed the new vault complete with a new  

inscribed marble tablet. 
 

The original headstone is assumed to have been retained by Joanna as a memento and was sent  

to Adelaide. Joanna died in 1919 and the headstone resurfaced in 1972 at the sale of contents  

of Birksgate, Glen Osmond, Adelaide, the home of Joannaõs great grandson Tom Barr Smith.

O n Thursday 30th July, Mary MacKillop Centre will have on dis-

play the monument / headstone which is thought to have 

come from the first grave of Mary MacKillop. Sadly there is no pho-

tograph of the original grave at Gore Hill Cemetery.  
 

Mr David Roche from the David Roche Foundation has kindly of-

fered the monument to us to be on display during the month of Au-

gust in acknowledgement of the centenary of Mary MacKillopôs 

death. We are very grateful for this unique opportunity. I hope you 

will call in to see this headstone.  
 

The explanation listed below was printed in a book containing the 

fine art collection of the David Roche Foundation.  
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Death of Mother Mary of the Cross 

Foundress of the Sisters of St Joseph of the 
Sacred Heart 

For over seven years the Sisters of St Joseph have watched with deepest 

anxiety the failing health of their beloved Mother, the first who wore the 

habit of St Joseph in Australia. 

On Sunday, August 8th, with the peace and calm that must follow such a 

life, came the end of her long and patiently borne sufferings. Through 

an eventful and most useful life Mother Mary made a daily preparation 

for death, for which the end found her ready. And to this was added 

every consolation a dying Christian could desire. 

On the First Friday of the month she received her last Holy Communion 

from the Rev. M. Smith, M.S.H., an old pupil. Prayers were continually 

offered for her, many Masses were celebrated; priests, bishops, our ven-

erated Cardinal, all came to visit her. 

On Tuesday the obsequies took place. At 9.30, preceded by Cross-

bearer, altar boys, and priest, the school children in white, followed by 

the Children of Mary, wearing blue mantels and white veils, marched 

from the Convent, Mount-street. These were followed by the Sisters, 

28 Novices in white veils, then over 100 Sisters in brown veils in front 

of the hearse. Two mourning coaches, with Sisters for whom the walk 

up the hill to Ridge-street would have been too much, came next. Then 

the mourning coaches with relatives and friends. 

At the church, all left the vehicles and joined the procession into St 

Mary's which was densely crowded. Nuns and Brothers from various 

communities, and a large number of friends were already in the church, 

but seats were reserved for the Sisters of Joseph behind the priests who 

chanted the Office. 

The remains, in a white coffin with no name, as is customary for the Sis-

ters - a monogram of blue braid with three letters J being used instead -

were placed on the catafalque in front of the altar. 
 

H.E.the Cardinal presided, and was assisted at the the throne by the Right 

Rev. Monsignori Carroll, V.G., and OTBrien. Seventy priests chanted 

the Office. The Rev. J.O'Brien, S.J., celebrated Mass, Rev. A. McDonald 

being deacon, and Rev. M. Smith, M.S.H., subdeacon. After the Mass 

H.E. the Cardinal addressed the congregation and pronounced the last 

Absolutions, and with the priests, accompanied the remains to the 

hearse outside the church door, where the "Benedictus" was chanted. 

The funeral then proceeded to Gore Hill, special trams conveyed the 

crowds of mourners, the children, and many of the sisters. On arriving 

at the cemetery, the procession divided and lined both sides of the main 

avenue, through which the remains passed, as through a guard of hon-

our, then followed to the grave in the sisters' section. The last prayers 

were read by Rev. J. Brennan, S.J., a dear and valued friend of the de-

ceased, while priests, nuns and children stood around. When the coffin 

was lowered and the grave partly filled in, the orphan girls of Lane 

Cove Road, sang the hymn: "Ye souls of the faithful who sleep in the 

Lord." Among the mourners were Mother Mary's only surviving sister 

Miss MacKillop, and her cousins Mr. and the Misses McDonald.
